NEWBORN SCREENING?

Newborn screening is a state-run public
health service that ensures all babies
are screened for certain conditions that
can cause serious health problems.

Newborn screening usually happens
when your baby is between 24 and 48
hours. 

In the U.S, all states require newborn
screening, but not every state screens
for the same conditions. 

Only 1 in 3 people can correctly identify
the definition of newborn screening.
